Other Lectionary readings for the day Isaiah 40: 1-11 The prophet and a member of the heavenly council
proclaim God’s comfort to the people of Israel who have experienced God’s absence as punishment for their
sins. In response, the people prepare for God’s coming presence.

Psalm 85:1-2, 8-13 Even though the people now experience divine anger, the psalmist declares that God’s
favour will return. Favour forms a more basic part of God’s nature than does wrath. The psalmist prepares
the people to experience divine favour again.

2 Peter 3:8-15a The delay of the second manifestation of the risen Christ is an act of grace and patience. In
anticipation of the manifestation of Christ, the church acts in holiness.
