Lectionary readings for the day

John 20:1-18 All 3 disciples see the empty tomb, but Mary stays long enough to ‘turn around’

and see Jesus standing there. Jesus guides her away from the desire to cling to him, so that

she might go and tell others what has happened.

Acts 10: 34-43 The proclamation begins with a sermon from Peter to the household of

Cornelius. Jesus was raised for all. This is a stunning confession: God does not play favourites

when it comes to redemptive activity and the desire to save.

Colossians 3: 1-4 The claim here is that those who are being addressed by the letter have also

been raised with Christ. The letter is written to people who have ‘died’. This text connects

believers to the resurrection and guides them to an ethical response.
