Lectionary readings for the day
Proverbs 1:22-33 Wisdom is a voice that cries out to anyone in the street who will listen,
but there are many who ignore the reproof. Calamity pursues the wayward, those who
“didn’t choose the fear of the Lord” (v29).
Psalm 19 The law of the Lord is perfect, “reviving one’s very being” (v7). The ordinances of
God are to be desired to guard faults and the company of the insolent.
James 3:1-12 The tongue “is a small flame of fire” (v6) and is capable of blessing and
cursing, so it is necessary to keep a strong check on the mouth, taming its base instincts,

much like a bridle on a horse, or a rudder guiding a boat.
